INSTRUCTIONS FOR SUBMITTING PROPOSAL

REVIEW PROCESS AND PRESENTER INFORMATION

We are seeking proposals for presentations based on the following strands:

Action Studios    This format is best for working with conference participants to create useable, applicable tools that relate to
the theme and the strands of the conference. You should plan to present an overview of your work or research, but the 
presentation should focus mainly on skill or resource development. You will be asked to indicate the length of your session: 
1 hour and 30 minutes OR 3 hours.

Presented Papers    This format is best for presenting research, articles, papers, or information to conference participants. The 
information presented should be fresh, applicable, and relevant to the conference theme and strands. You will have 45 minutes
available for your presentation.

1.     Complete the enclosed Presentation Proposal Form and include attachments.
2.     Indicate one lead presenter in the space provided. The lead presenter will receive all presentation 
        correspondence and will be responsible for contacting additional presenters with session details.

All proposals will be reviewed by a sub-committee of the Our Places Tell Stories 2010 Planning Team. All decisions
made by the sub-committee are final. Notification of proposal acceptance will be made by January 1, 2010. 
Presenters must register for the conference no later than February 5, 2010. If registration has not been submitted 
by this date, the session will be cancelled. The following criteria will be used for reviewing proposals:

- Relevance/appropriateness to Environmental Literacy, conference theme, and conference strands;

- Significance;

- Appeal to participants;

- Usefulness for practical applications;

- Theoretical and/or research basis with practical applications;

- Proposal clarity, completeness, and suitability for conference.
